Moreover, around 38 students have already benefited from the
first batch of Sindh Foundation Program 2013.

While addressing, the Dean and Director IBA, Dr. Ishrat Husain, urged the students to avail IBA’s facilities to the fullest
and focus more on understanding concepts rather than rote learning. Mr. Aijaz emphasized the importance of the
program as a unique opportunity for students to groom themselves rather than just clearing the tests of universities.

Several star students from the previous batch, including Ms. Sarchina Kumari and Ms. Saba Channa, shared their
experiences of the Program during the event. Ms. Channa and Ms. Kumari have also been selected for the United States
Educational Exchange Program 2013-2014 and will be spending a semester of their Bachelor's degree in the USA.
